Some 65,000 men, women and children are served
through Inland Valley Hope Partners’ three food
security sites, emergency housing and the farmer’s
market.

The Food Security Program (Sova, Beta and San
Dimas) provided food for over 615,000 meals this
past year, and assisted over 1,000 households with
utility rate relief.

The housing program (Our Shelter, rental assis-
tance and motel voucher assistance) provided over
10,000 bed nights this past year.




Program Overview
2007-2008

Inland Valley Hope Partners had a very busy year. We
couldn’t have done all we did this past year without the
help of the board, committees, the many hands-on volun-
teers at the food security sites, in the shelter, the
Farmer’s Market, in the administrative offices, and the
wonderful staff. Following is a brief overview of our pro-
grams during 2007-2008.

Our House Shelter

Located at the First Christian Church in Pomona, Our
House shelter is almost always full, providing up to 90
days of shelter to eight families with children and single
women. Nicole Crigler (case manager) and Rochelle
Williams (emergency housing coordinator) help families
move from crisis to relative stability. Grants and dona-
tions provided a wonderful Children’s Child Care area
this year. Another important aspect of the emergency
housing program is the psycho-social counseling. The
Clinebell Institute staff and students provide the shelter
clients with intake assessments, support groups, individ-
ual, family and group counseling. Our House Shelter also
works closely with other local programs so our families
have an increased chance of success. This past year,
through collaborative efforts, over 55% of the families
leaving the shelter moved into permanent or transitional
housing.

Shelter staff also was part of the steering group that im-
plemented Project Homeless Connect in December; over
200 local homeless men, women and families came

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to this event to meet with representatives from private and
public agencies. Several families moved from homeless-
ness to permanent housing because of the collaborative
efforts of several agencies.

Sova, Beta and San Dimas Food Security Programs

The Food Security Programs continue to operate under the
leadership of Rosa Lopez and Isaac Vega (Sova and Beta)
and volunteer Liz Moore (San Dimas); all three sites are
staffed with many volunteers. The three programs com-
bined provide staple food to many persons this past year.
Because of the downturn in the economy, the demand for
services increased tremendously. From an average of
services to around 2,500 people a month, demand in-
creased to over 3,300 a month. Staff and volunteers were
able to stretch the supplies so they didn’t have to turn any-
one away.

In November staff worked with a group of Ontario business
people to collect food and money for Thanksgiving Bas-
kets. Over 400 families received a Thanksgiving Basket
through local providers such as Kids Come First, Catholic
Chatrities, in addition to Inland Valley Hope Partners, as
well as from local churches. These families were in addi-
tion to the many families served through our Program Cen-
ters.

On May 10 the Mail Carriers National Food Collection
campaign in Ontario, Pomona, Diamond Bar and San Di-
mas provided over 7,000 pounds of food for the Sova,
Beta and San Dimas food pantries.



Pomona Valley Certified Farmers Market

The Pomona Valley Certified Farmers Market, on Garey
Ave. and Pearl Street in the parking lot of First Baptist
Church, is open every Saturday from 7:30 to 11:30 AM. It
features a wide selection of seasonal fruits and vegeta-
bles, nuts, bread, flowers, plants, eggs, honey and tama-
les. Harry Brown-Hiegel manages the market, with the
able assistance of Patricia Orton. The Market accepts
food stamps, and is the only Farmers Market in the valley
that accepts WIC coupons.

Volunteers

Without the over 200 volunteers Hope Partners could not
fulfill its mission to ensure empowerment to people in
need. Many of the food pantry volunteers come through
our supporting churches. Others come to us via speaking
engagements. The wonderful relationship with local col-
leges and university continued this year. Students from
University of La Verne, University of Phoenix, Everett Col-
lege, and several Claremont Colleges completed their
service hours and internships. Alfonso Villanueva, board
member, became the (volunteer) volunteer coordinator
this year, and began work on the volunteer manual.

Special Events and Church Relations

Throughout the past 12 months the agency had several
very successful special events: the Walk for the Hungry in
October 2007, under the able leadership of Marilyn Wil-
liams, and a golf tournament, under the chairmanship of
Neil Edwards in the spring of 2008. These events raised
over $91,000 to benefit clients. In addition, community
businesses and churches provided Christmas for 85 fami-
lies, more than 20 Easter baskets and 40 mother’s day
baskets in the spring of 2008, and thousands of pounds of
donated food.
